Venue 

Donnington Valley Hotel and Spa, Old Oxford Road, Donnington, Newbury, RG14 3AG 

Just one hour from London, 40 minutes from Oxford, one hour from Bristol and 40 minutes 

from Winchester. 

Getting to the venue: 

From the M4 (Bristol):  

Leave the M4 at junction 13, signed for A34 Newbury. 

Once you have left the roundabout take the next exit left signed for Donnington/Services.

At the roundabout take the second exit right signed for Donnington/Hotels.
